Although several of the Art Societies open their
annual exhibitions  to p:iinters from other towns,
none of these provides a satisfying suryey.

It was these thoughts that suggested this exhibi-
tion, which we hope to repeat each, year.

We have tried to make the exhibition a reason-
ably representative one. There are men and women,
from the South and from the North, some estab-
lished artists, others not so established, representa-

 tional painters and non-representational, and so on.

The link between them all is that they are serious
