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Preface

‘At last our artists and writers have a journal they can justly call their own.’

IT WAS WITH THESE WORDS that the editors of Art in New Zealand chose to begin
their editorial in the journal’s first issue, in September 1928. Although we might think
this showed excessive and perhaps myopic confidence in the historical importance of
their venture, they were setting on its way a major periodical devoted solely to the
arts. Their perception of the past was largely accurate—they perhaps inadvertently
overlooked The Triad founded in 1893—and they were doubtless filled with optimism
for the future, but they could not have forseen the troubles which lay ahead. Neither
depression nor war is conducive to a speculative publishing venture which relies on the
disposable income and the leisure of its public. Nevertheless those reefs were
successfully avoided until 1946 when the journal finally sank, or rather was
transformed into the annual yearbooks which extended its afterlife into the 1950s.

Through two changes of format, one change of title, and a reduction in size, Art in
New Zealand and The Arts in New Zealand laid the scholarly foundations of our art
history with survey articles on earlier artists, and the recollections of those who were
the journals’ contemporaries. Unwittingly, the coverage of current exhibitions and the
regular column ‘Art Notes’ have since fed into another layer of history as we later-
comers exploit accounts of ‘contemporary” artists and descriptions of their works: the
early careers of Rita Angus, Colin McCahon and M. T. Woollaston, to name only three,
are usefully documented in these pages.

One of Art in New Zealand’s foundation concerns was with the standards of art
criticism: ‘In this country, newspaper art notices are for the most part more kindly than
constructively critical. They spread praise lavishly, and dispraise is a rarety. This
may be due to an excess of charity’, wrote the editors in 1928. The space given to
articles by R. N. Field and Christopher Perkins and A. R. D. Fairburn is evidence of a
determination to publish the best and the best-informed comment available. Even
though those writers may no longer meet the critical methods and standards we have
come to expect in the 1990s, their texts are now, in themselves, important historical
documents.

Finally, the space given to literature fell within the original brief to give writers ‘a
journal they can justly call their own’, and the later extension of that brief to include
dance and theatre gave the two journals a broader base in the country’s cultural life.

This project is the fruit of a long-felt need for an exhaustive tool giving reliable
access to this major resource. Late in 1994 the Hocken Library was able to make funds
available and, in conjunction with both the Art History and Theory Section of the
University of Otago and the University’s New Zealand Cultural Studies Research
Centre, a small team was put in place. Rosemary Entwisle, a member of the Library’s
staff, set up the computer program, supervised the work of Richard Dingwall and Lois
Robertson, both senior Art History students in the University, and edited the final text.
Subsequently, still further funding has been made available to complete the project,
and Louise Sinclair and Cherie McKenzie were enlisted to carry out the final revisions.
Stephen Hamilton of Wellington kindly made available the relevant section of his
unpublished index to New Zealand literary periodicals, to help in cross-checking.

From the outset the by-now well-honed organisational structures of the Bulletin of
New Zealand Art History and its ‘Special Series’ were seen as the obvious context in
which to publish this substantial contribution to our art-historical literature, and it is
now offered as the second in that series.



Problems associated with the funding of such an ambitious publication slowed its
ultimate preparations, but in 1996 the Friends of the Hocken Collections agreed to make
a generous grant to this end: the Hocken Library and present and future generations of
art historians acknowledge their debt to the Friends, with deep gratitude.

Introduction

ART IN NEW ZEALAND was published quarterly from September 1928 until December
1944 when it changed format for the second time, altered its name to The Arts in New
Zealand and appeared thereafter every second month for six issues. In all, seventy issues
were published in seventeen volumes, the last dated January / February 1946.

For the sake of brevity in the entries, we have used the serial number of each issue
followed by the page number. For example, 15:85’ refers to issue number 15, (that is
volume 4, number 3, March 1932), page 85. The following below provides volume / issue
and serial number equivalents.

From December 1944, it was issued under a new title, The Arts in New Zealand, and came
out in the following months:

We have used a single alphabetical sequence and devised a number of conventions to
deal with anomalies. A few entries, such as Elizabeth Tripe’s painting “1928’, begin with
numerals; these are listed before the alphabetical sequence. We have interfiled names
beginning with ‘Mc’ and ‘Mac’ under ‘MAC’. Hyphenated surnames are listed under the
former part of the name, but double surnames with no hyphen, such as Spencer Bower, are
listed under the latter part; we have provided cross-references in many of these cases. We



have omitted the leading article (‘A’, “The’, ‘Le’, ‘La’ ‘Te’, etc.) in titles, but not in place
names (“Te Kuiti’). Prepositions and articles preceding personal names, such as ‘de’ in ‘de
Sainson’, ‘van” in ‘van Gogh’, “van der’, in ‘van der Velden’ and ‘Te’ in ‘Te Kooti’, we have
treated as part of the name only if the individual lived during the relevant part of his or
her career in an English-speaking country. An exception is the name ‘Le Breton’, which is
treated as one word, ‘Lebreton’.

We have imposed a standard for titling institutions. First, we have tried to establish
the institution’s official name, and entered all references under that. Accordingly, names
such as the Dunedin Art Gallery, the Dunedin City Gallery and the Art Gallery,
Dunedin, have all been supposed to refer to the Dunedin Public Art Gallery and listed
under that name. This convention is not applied in all instances, however, because we
were unable to establish the official title of some small, short-lived institutions.
Secondly, where institutions have changed their names since publication Art in New
Zealand, we have generally established the current one and indexed under that.

[lustrations other than frontispieces have been identified as ‘(pl)’ for ‘plate’
although some are not plates but figures in the text. Frontispieces are identified by ‘fr.’.
Where pages are unnumbered we have used the letters ‘pr.” for precedes the first
numbered page, ‘f.” for follows the last numbered page and “c.” for cover. This has occurred
most frequently in listing the advertisements published inside the front or back cover, and
on the outer cover.

This index covers references to individuals and institutions, as well as to works of art,
literature, and performance; these are listed only under creator and title, and not under
genre or medium (such as Poetry, Short Stories, Paintings, Etchings etc). Besides indexing
names and titles, we have attempted to index the issues of the day, and to facilitate the
study of iconographic themes, we have also indexed the subjects of images such as trees,
landscapes and figure studies. To help the reader distinguish an entry under subject from
an entry under title, title-entries have been given capitalised intitial letters; in order to
distinguish entries for individuals from title-entries, individuals’ surnames have been
capitalised.

Any index to such a large body of writing will contain some errors, and is in any case
subject to the indexers’ own ideas of what is significant. We apologise for any mistakes
and hope that they are few; the rest, users will have to accept. Despite such perceived
shortcomings, we believe that this index will be found to be generally useful. Any errors
noticed may be conveyed to the Editor for correction in a future edition.
